Horses 15 hh & over. Riders any age. Not before 1.00 pm 
 
Class 1  Senior Starter    Max 2’ ( 60 cms ) 
Class 2  Mini Novice    Max 2’ 6” ( 75 cms) 
Class 3  Novice     Max 2’ 9” ( 83 cms ) 
Class 4  Intermediate    Max 3’ 3 “ ( 98 cms) 
Class 5  Open     Max 3’ 6” ( 105 cms) 
 
 RULES 
 
With the exception of Class 1 Beginners/Lead Rein TABLE A6 ( two phase class) will be applied. 
All competitors to be correctly dressed in the ring. 
Hard hats with fastened chin straps and boots with heels to be worn when mounted. 
All protests to be in writing within 30 minutes of the class, accompanied by a £10 deposit. 
All horses and ponies to be 4 years and over.
